Multi Agency Gender Based Violence Courses 

GBV is prevalent in our society and you will regularly work with people who have experienced violence and abuse, whether they have disclosed or not.  GBV includes domestic abuse, sexual violence, adult survivors of childhood sexual abuse, harmful traditional practices, stalking and harassing and commercial sexual exploitation.
